Devil's Throat Depart 4 Rio De Janeiro

e Upon arrival, have dinner. Check into hotel.

Day 2
Rio De Janeiro

¢ Proceed to Cosme Velho Station on a cog-train to
Corcovado Mountain.

* Walk up to the peak where the towering statue, Christ
the Redeemer stands.

e Pass through Rio's world famous beaches in Urca
District.

® Board the cable car for a two-stage ascend up Sugarloaf
Mountain (390m).

e Pass by Guanabara Bay and Flamengo Park.

e Visit the downtown area, pass by attractions such as the
Candelaria Church, Saint Sebastian Cathedral, Lapa
Arches, Municipal Theatre, National Library, Fine Arts
Museum and Sambadrome-site of Rio's famous
Carnival parade.

e Dinner in a barbecue restaurant (drinks are not included
during dinner).

® Head to a nightclub for a Folklore and Carnival Show - a
lively and colourful extravaganza of eye-catching
costumes, skilled dancers, graceful and pretty mulatto
girls and the hot beat of the Brazilian samba rhythm,
featuring more than a hundred performers. The final
highlight is a memorable display of the dazzling
costumes used in the Carnival Parade.

® Proceed to Iguazu National Park to admire the falls from
the Superior Circuit (the up-river cascades), to the
Inferior Circuit (the down-river falls) .

® Take the Ecological Jungle Train that leads to and from
the most impressive observation point of the falls - The
Devil’s Throat.

e Domestic flight to Lima. Upon arrival, check into hotel.

* Meals provided: breakfast.

Day 5
Lima & Paracas

e Lima city tour: the Government Palace, Archbishop's
Palace and City.

e Visit the Lima Cathedral, an immense baroque cathedral
built in 1564. It hold the tomb of Francisco Pizarro who
conquered the Incas and founded Lima (closed on
Saturday afternoons, Sunday mornings and public
holidays).

® Enjoy a seafood lunch at the La Rosa Nautica restaurant.

¢ In the afternoon, depart for Paracas in Ica.

e Meals included: breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 6
Paracas

e Depart to the Ballestas Islands and appreciate the
Paracas Bay, San Martin Port and Candelabro-a
geoglyph located north-west of the Paracas Peninsula.
It is considered as the starting point of the Nazca lines.
Photo stop at the giant figure.

e Continue to the islands to see great colonies of sea
mammals like sea lions and seabirds namely Inca terns,
pelicans, Peruvian boobies, Humboldt penguins and
turkey vultures.

e Return to the pier and transfer to Pisco airport.

* Fly over the mysterious Nazca lines for approximately 90
minutes.

e Meals included: breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 7
Paracas 4+ Cusco

® Morning transfer to Lima airport. Board flight to Cusco.
e Upon arrival, transfer to hotel.

* Meals included: breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 8
Cusco & Sacred Valley

e Tour around some of the best Cusco spots in the
morning.

e Visit Qoricancha "the Sun Temple", which is the main
religious center of the Incas dedicated to the Sun cult.
A catholic monastery, Santo Domingo, was built on the
site, partly including the Incan Walls of the Sun Temple.

e Visit the Cathedral which stores over 400 paintings from
the Cusquena school.

e Walk through the Inca Street of Loreto, a fine
representation of the old town and its remarkable Inca
walls

e Drive to the outer parts of Cusco for a guided tour at
the fortress-temple of Sacsayhuaman, which is famous
for its enormous carved rocks. Note: All museums are
closed on Sundays; Santo Domingo can only be visited
from 14:00-17:00 hrs.

¢ Proceed to hotel in the Sacred Valley.

® Meals included: breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 9
Sacred Valley & Machu Piccu & Cusco

® Head towards Aguas Calientes by the Vistadome train
from Ollantaytambo.

e Shuttle bus ride to the Machu Picchu, the Lost Citadel of
the Incas. Machu Picchu is now recognised as one of the
New Seven Wonders of the World.

e Take a guided tour of the citadel; visit the main plaza, the
royal quarters, Temple of Three Windows, the circular
tower and the sacred Sun Dial and burial grounds.

e Return to hotel in the afternoon.

e Meals included: breakfast, lunch and dinner.

Day 10
Cusco 4 Santiago de Chile

e Transfer to airport for flight to Chile.

e Enjoy a city tour of Santiago de Chile - a city of
contrasts with traces of its Colonial past mixed with the
ultramodern.

e Pass by Club Hipico, Parque O’Higgins, Cousifo Palace,
the Chilean University, the San Francisco Church, Santa
Lucia Hill, Plaza de Armas and the cathedral.

e Visit the Pre-Columbian Museum (closed on Mondays)
and Central Market.

e Cross the Mapocho River on the way to the San Cristébal
Hill for the finest views of Santiago and the Andes
Mountains.

e Pass through modern residential areas of the city and the
bustling Providencia shopping zone.

® Meals included: breakfast and lunch.

Visit the Los Cuernos and Lago Pehoe
viewpoints, the spectacular Salto Grande “Big Waterfall”,
the Park Administration (Conaf) and the Lago Grey
viewpoint, which affords a marvelous view of the Grey
Glacier.

Torres del Paine & Cancha Carrera & El Calafate
® Depart for Cancha Carrera (Argentina boarder).

Continue to El Calafate - a pleasant village is located on
the shores of Lake Argentino.

e Meals included: breakfast.

® Head to the Los Glaciares National Park to visit Perito
Moreno Glacier - 5km wide and 60m high above
Argentino Lake.

* Admire breathtaking glacier views via a walking tour
through the catwalks.

* Board the Safari Nautico navigation tour (approximately
1h). Embark at Bajo Las Sombras on a cruise across Lake
Rico (southern arm of Lake Argentino), passing beside
icebergs.

* Meals provided: breakfast.

Day 15
El Calafate 4 Buenos Aires

e Transfer to airport for flight to Buenos Aires.

* Enjoy a guided tour to La Recoleta, one of the city's
most glamorous spots. View sculptures and French style
buildings, restaurants, cafes, and luxurious stores along
Alvear Avenue. View the Recoleta Cultural Center, the
National Museum of Fine Arts and the Palais de Glace.

e Visit the Recoleta Cemetery founded in 1822. Many of
Argentina’s national heroes, presidents, well-known
writers, scientists and artists are buried here.

e Visit Floralis Generica at United Nations Park, Libertador
and Figueroa Alcorta Avenues, Fedderativa Brazil Park,
Plaza Vicente Lopez y Planes, and Plaza Francia.

e Continue to Palermo with its beautiful parks, the City
Zoo, Botanical Garden, Argentine Horse Track and
National Polo Fields.

* Visit Palermo Soho and Palermo Hollywood -the
trendiest neighbourhoods in Buenos Aires. Stroll around
this trendy area.

¢ Check into hotel.

e Afternoon shopping tour at Galerias Pacifico mall,
Florida street and Patio Bullrich Mall.

® Enjoy dinner and tango performances.

® Meals included: breakfast and dinner.
